This month we are taking part in New Zealand 
ShakeOut, our national earthquake drill and tsunami 
hikoi, at 9.30 on 18 October.  We will be practising our 
Drop, Cover and Hold drill then walking our tsunami 
evacuation route (weather permitting).  We will be 
crossing onto the other side of Grants Road and walking 
until we turn left onto Old North Road.  We will continue 
walking uphill, veering left onto Selwyn Street and 
meeting at Marchwiel Park.  This is our meeting 
place.
